Water Code Sections 49.107(g) and 49.108(0 provide that Tax Code Sections 26.M, 26.05 and 26.07 do not apply to taxiog unils created under
Water Code SectioD 49.001 that lely and collect taxes under Water Code Sections 49.107 and 49.108. Water districts must follow Water Code
Section 49.236, requiring a public hearing on a proposed tax rate and publishing a special hearing notice.

The rollback tax rate is the highest rate the water disrict may adopt without authorizilg qualified voters to petition for a rollback election.
The rollback rate is the current yeafs debt service and contract tax rates, plus the maintenalce aud op€ration (M&O) rate that would
impose no more than l.0E times the amount of M&O tax imposed by the water district in the preceditrg year on the average appraised value
ofa residence homestead in the water district. The average appraised value disregards any homestead exemption available only to people
with disabitities or rhose age 65 or older.
